Keep My Commandments

The first covenant between God and the chosen flock was made
between God and Abraham. This covenant was flawed by our
humanity—always wanting more but doing less.

This includes the road hog on the highway, the person with a
full grocery cart who gets in the express lane, the thief, the bully,
even palitical leaders we don't like.

When | am in prayer, | try not to tell God directly what to do. | will
ask for healing (whatever form that takes) or to give someone
discernment of a kinder universe. Sometimes | think that loving
someone could also be agreeing to disagree. :

Love is the most important concept in the entire Bible; it is also the
most difficult at times. God wants us to try as hard as we can to be
and do good. That’s all.
